This application is meant to read timetables 

and display it as a real airports flight information system. It can be adjusted for 

use with any Virtual Airline by using a kind of script. I myself use the application 

mostly to check when the next flight departs which I can go fly. Very nice, in my 

opinion. 

 

NOTE: I will be using my fiction άVAέ as an example (Jasper Bussemaker). 

 

Setting up the UTR

organized. But before starting to use the UTR for real, you will have to do 

something. 

When you want to start using the UTR in a real way with your real VA, you first 

have to download a .utr file (E.G. klm.utr) from the site of your VA. If your VA

3. By clicking this button you start your web browser and go to the website 

of the configured VA, in this case the website of the UTR 

(http://www.utr-online.com/). 

4. By clicking this button you refresh the timetable (actually not needed, 

because the table is updated every minute).

6. By clicking this button you toggle between displaying the flight data, and 

displaying the airport names, see Flight Data section for more 

information. 

7. This is the current time displayed in UTC (Zulu) or in Local time. See 

object 8 and 9 for information. 

8. Click this button to display the time in UTC (Zulu), also for the table. 

9. Click this button to display the time in the Local System time (corrected 

with the GMT offset, daylight saving time supported), also for the table. 

10.  This table displays the departure or arrival time, can be chosen by 

clicking object 1 or 2. 

11.  This table displays the IATA airline code plus the flight number. 

12.  This big table displays the airport names to where this flight goes, or

the city where the airports lies is always displayed, but the name of the 

airport is only displayed if the city of the airport has got more than one 

airport. 

13.  This label is clickable, by clicking this table; a pop-up will show up where 

you can choose the reference airport. 

14.  This table displays the date of flight. This is the date on which the flight 

departs in departure mode, and arrives in arrivals mode. 

15.  This table displays the flight status: 

Departures Arrivals 

-25 (25 minutes before departure): 
Boarding 

-30: Expected 

-5: Gate Closing -10: Landed 
-2: Last Call 0: Arrived 

0: Gate Closed +20: Remove from table. 
+10: Departed  

+20: Remove from table.  
 

16.  This is a banner which changes every 10 seconds to another text. 

17.  This is the copyrights field, if the VA included a message in the .utr file, 

you can watch that message when you click the banner. After clicking,

1. This table shows the IATA Airline code and the flight number. 

2. This table shows the four-letter ICAO code of the destination airport or 

airport of origin. 

3. This table shows the ICAO code of the type of aircraft which is being 

flown with. 

4. This table shows the time of arrival, or when set, the time when it 

departed. 

5. This table shows the total flight time.

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6. This table shows the date of flight. The departure date with overnight 

flights. 

 

Map 
 

This new version of the UTR has got an exciting new feature: the Map. 

With this map you can see all the flight which are currently flying with their 

destination airport, departure airport, progress (%), type of flight (passengers, 

cargo, connection) and if they are near and airport their status (expected or 

departed). This status will be the same which will be shown in the main flights 

table in the UTR. So if there is a flight which is approaching Amsterdam Airport 

(EHAM) and you change reference airport to EHAM and switch to Arrivals, you 

will see this same flight with status expected there. 
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1. By clicking this button you will get a list with which you can choose a 

different map. The UTR comes with a few maps. 

2. This is the map on which all the flights + positions are shown. 

3. This is the line of a flight, drawn between the airports. 

4. The red cross is the current (scheduled) position of a flight.

When you download the UTR for the first time, you will not be able to use the 

Map function, this is because all the maps together are 26MB in size. To be able 

to use the Map function, download the installer from www.utr-online.com/utr 

and install the maps in the same folder as where the UTR is installed (default 

Program Files\UTR).
